The lowa High School Athletic Association Boys’ State High School Swimming Meet is
scheduled for Saturday, February 13, 2010, at 12:30 PM at the Community Y of
Marshalltown.

The price of all tickets for the state swimming meet is $8.00.

Children in pre-school are not charged admission.

Again, this year, the Community Y will make the auxiliary gymnasium available
for indoor waiting. The auxiliary gymnasium will open beginning at 9:00 AM.
Some concessions, t-shirts, and programs will be available for purchase beginning
at 9:00 AM.

Programs for the state meet are $2.00.

Tickets have been sent to each qualifying host school for pre sale purchase.
ADVANCED TICKETS SENT TO SCHOOLS- Host schools will have the
opportunity to sell advanced tickets to the state swim meet in Marshalltown. This
ticket will be in the form of a wristband. This wristband will allow them access
into the auxiliary gymnasium at the Community Y beginning at 9:00 AM and then
will be their admission into the pool area beginning at 11:00 AM. Between 9:00
AM and 11:00 AM they will be able to leave the auxiliary gymnasium and gain
access back in without having to pay. Once they enter the pool area at 11:00 AM,
they will not be able to leave the pool area without having to pay to get back in.
All seats are general admission. There are no reserved seats for the state meet.
There will be no saving of seats.

There will be no video of the state meet available for purchase.

Spectators are welcome to video from their seats, but they will not be allowed on
the deck area. Tripods will not be allowed for videotaping.

For those with advanced tickets, spectator doors will open at 11:00 AM.

Tickets will go on sale beginning at 11:30 AM.

After 11:00 AM, there is no re-entry at the state meet. If you leave the building
after you have entered the pool area, you must purchase another ticket to re-enter.
Parking is free and close to the Community Y of Marshalltown.

Signs, banners, and artificial noisemakers are prohibited.

All fans must wear shoes and shirts.
