Benchmarks are 
indicated as necessary. This may alter previous lists, including “All-Time 
Bests” lists, and is to allow for accurate and equitable record-keeping.

The IHSAA uses naming conventions as supplied by the Iowa Department 
of Education for active member schools. Inactive, consolidated, or coop-
erative programs are listed as names have been made available. Certain 
names have been adjusted for space in select categories, including: city 
names (D.M. for Des Moines, C.R. for Cedar Rapids, etc.), parochial titles 
(Kuemper, Carroll for Kuemper Catholic, Carroll, etc.), working acronyms 
(GTRA for Graettinger-Terril/Ruthven-Ayrshire), and schools’ city identifi-
ers (West Lyon for West Lyon, Inwood). Statistics are cited as applied in 
high school (NFHS) sports rules. Unless otherwise noted, an asterisk (*) 
denotes a school that no longer exists due to closure, reorganization, or 
consolidation.
